To find hedgehogs one has to wait until the sun sets over
the vineyards. They sleep during the day and only come
out at night,  bustling around hunting insects and other
delicacies.  It’s  easier  to  hear  them  than  to  see  them
though because they tend to be pretty loud eaters. Having
found  them  hedgehogs  look  quite  defensive  but  also
spread a unique clumsy yet friendly aura.

In the nose it  unfolds its  currant  aroma with ripe
fruit notes and light toasted nuances. On the palate it is
delicately tart with a persistent finish.
